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WHEREAS, Title 16, Subtitle 11 of the Howard County Code sets forth the
Adequate Public Facilities Act of Howard County (the “Act”); and

WHEREAS, Section 16.1103(c) of the Act provides for a School Capacity Chart
that is consistent with the Housing Unit Allocation Chart and that indicates the elementary
school regions, and the elementary schools, middle schools, and high schools that are open
for new residential development and those that are constrained for new residential
development during each of the following ten years as based on the definition of program

capacity as defined by Howard County Public School System policy; and

WHEREAS, HoCo By Design, when effective, will become the new General
Plan for Howard County, supplanting PlanHoward 2030;and

WHEREAS, HoCo By Design eliminates the Green Neighborhood allocations
and moves away from the “Designated Place Types” outlined in PlanHoward 2030, in

favor of “Character Areas;” and

WHEREAS, the Department of Planning and Zoning has filed a revised Housing
Unit Allocation Chart in response to changes made by HoCo By Design; and

WHEREAS, Section 16.1103(c) provides that whenever the County Council
adopts, amends, or updates the housing unit allocation chart, it shall concurrently adopt

the school capacity chart; and

WHEREAS, the School Capacity Chart was most recently adopted by Council
Resolution No. 128-2023 but because a new Housing Unit Allocation Chart has been
filed for adoption, a school capacity chart must be filed for adoption; and

WHEREAS, immediately preceding adoption of this Resolution, the
County Council has adopted the Housing Unit Allocation Chart.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County Council of Howard
County, Maryland this day of , 2023 that the County Council adopts

the School Capacity Chart, attached as Exhibit A, and incorporated herein.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall be effective
when Council Bill No. 41-2023 is effective.
